Increased road congestion, European harmonisation and enforcement
of regulations such as taxation, emissions, traffic legislation, duty of care
and accidental damage costs all contribute to making Fleet Operations
an increasingly difficult and expensive arena to manage, both for drivers
and businesses.

Accidents and incidents occur, often at great expense and inconvenience
to companies. Managing both people and vehicles is both time consuming
and difficult. Safe operation of the fleet through the provision of well
maintained vehicles is essential to streamlining the entire operation
producing good performance and improved punctuality.

Amicus VMS (Vehicle Management System) effortlessly records business
and private mileage in separate logs and can provide a host of other
useful services for you. The Amicus unit is easily installed and out of sight
in less than 90 minutes. The driver is issued with an easy to operate key
fob to separately record business and private journeys.

The Amicus VMS is an integral versatile business tool, when procuring,
disposing of or insuring vehicles and can aid with the decision making
process and financial requirements. The Amicus vehicle management
system is a cost effective solution that is suitable for any size of Fleet.
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Benefits Enhanced resource planning efficiency
Until now Fleet Managers have been unable to gather the required information to accurately
and effectively analyse vehicle operations. The lack of visibility of key operating data has
resulted in poor management and inaccurate assessment of efficiency.

Amicus VMS can now offer this essential visibility without any need for internal resource.
By proactively monitoring vehicle and driver activity organisations can now highlight key
operating issues and drastically improve efficiency. The Amicus system can aid in the
decision process and financial requirements making the Amicus system an integral versatile
business tool.

Enhanced visibility of driver activity
In full Business mode the system provides details of journey start and end location with
postcodes, distance, start and end times, average and peak speeds as well as any auxiliaries
that may be activated. In private mode the system monitors all of the above but does not
show the GPS location data.

Accurate information such as this is vital if a company is to adhere to the requirements of
the Health and Safety Act with regard to companies ‘Duty of Care’ towards employees.
The legislation requires a company to operate a risk management program that records
such information to demonstrate that it takes the necessary steps to ensure employees
are driving sensible hours and distances whilst maintaining safe speeds.

Access to accurate journey information
Recording of journey data has never been easier or more accurate. Amicus VMS saves
time on endless administration. Before starting a journey the driver will identify themselves
by the use of a unique radio key job. This key holds the relevant information about that
driver, confirming whether he/she is qualified and authorised to drive that vehicle. All journey
information is then logged against both driver and vehicle, preventing unauthorised use
and possible abuse.

Accurate location and tracking of vehicles
Amicus VMS uses GPS tracking to accurately locate and monitor the position of vehicles.
The location of one or a complete fleet of vehicles can be ascertained at any time by
downloading locations directly through the online management system and viewed via a
web browser.

This process proves invaluable in the event of theft. Incidents can be reported to a help
desk who will liaise directly with the police for swift recovery. With Amicus VMS your vehicles
can be tracked and monitored irrespective of global location.

Vehicle breakdown can lead to vehicles being abandoned in large complex operational
areas or drivers may be stranded in unfamiliar overseas locations. Vehicle location can be
accurately pinpointed in the event of breakdown, ensuring recovery is swift and cost
effective.
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Benefits Enhanced vehicle security and reduced insurance costs
Amicus VMS provides extensive vehicle security, which can lead to insurance savings. In
addition to vehicle tracking and locating via GPS, the system prohibits unauthorised access
to a vehicle. The vehicle is immobilised until the system receives correct driver identification
and authorisation via the key fob. Not only will fleet managers be able to place their vehicles
and drivers at specific points in time, they can control which drivers have access to which
vehicles.

By monitoring excessive speeds, hours behind the wheel, having driver accountability and
encouraging safer driving habits, the likelihood of an accident is diminished; resulting in
lower damage costs and possible reduction in lower insurance premiums.

Each Amicus unit is allocated a URN (Unique Reference Number), which, together with
the advanced GPS/GPRS facility enables the vehicle to be identified and tracked. As
security is assured, Amicus once again can reduce the number of insurance claims, resulting
in reduced premiums.

Efficient management of vehicle servicing and preventative maintenance
Efficient operation of any vehicle fleet can be seriously affected by ineffective monitoring
of maintenance and servicing schedules. In-service faults or intermittent operational issues
often lead to unforeseen breakdowns or unsafe vehicle operation.

Amicus VMS enables vehicle operators to implement a programme of preventative
maintenance by acting on email or SMS text alerts from Auxiliary sensors such as oil/water
warning lights, battery quality and hydraulic pressures. Unscheduled failure of any vehicle
can have dramatic impact upon delivery of service. Monitoring key vehicle information
ensures vehicles operate to full efficiency and any impending issue is highlighted and
resolved prior to failure.

Effective management of certification, licensing and renewals
Amicus VMS automatically monitors renewal dates and associated events, alerting assigned
staff by email and/or SMS text. The alert system is fully configurable for each organisation,
ensuring compatibility with internal company practice covering road fund licence (RFL),
MOTS and a like which if missed could carry legal implications.

Reduced business and private mileage administration
The system provides a facility to record business and private mileage information that is
incredibly accurate, based on a combination of vehicles ‘speed pulses’ and GPS rather
than solely on the less accurate GPS method as with most other systems. This data can
be made available online to the employer and/or the employee for the purposes of
mileage/P11D returns in an Inland Revenue approved reporting format. To comply with
European Privacy and Data Protection laws, Amicus VMS is the only system which protects
drivers from inappropriate monitoring during private journeys by not recording GPS locations
from. Drivers still maintain their privacy & safety whilst the vehicle records all other events
i.e. speeds and mileage data.
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Benefits Improved customer invoicing accuracy
Without the benefit of accurate operational data many organisations are unaware of the
inaccuracies in their invoicing procedures. “Time in operation” or “mileage covered” are
often key methods of charging customers and unload waiting periods are often chargeable
events. With access to this key data organisations can provide accurate invoicing and
provide documented proof of vehicle activities.

Health & safety compliance
Amicus facilitates compliance with the guidelines laid down by the Health and Safety
Executive (HSE), governing the responsibility of a company to its employees. Company
Directors are under ever-increasing pressure to show a ‘Duty of Care’ and Amicus system
provides the means to satisfy this requirement. Companies will be able to monitor journey
start/stop times, distances travelled by drivers, accident records and average and peak
speeds. By monitoring this information and controlling the operation of their fleet more
closely, companies are creating safer workplaces and fulfilling their ‘Duty of Care’ obligations.
This applies to any driver in a company car or any driver in a personal vehicle on company
business. The system offers Company Directors peace of mind and the means to prove
they are doing all they can to ensure the safety of their employees.

Environmental Awareness
Increased public and political awareness now requires companies to consider their duties
to the environment. Consequently, there are a range of measures designed to encourage
less traffic and consequently reduce unnecessary emissions and improve fuel efficiency.
The Amicus system allows companies to monitor the idle time of their vehicles when parked
up with their engines running. Employees can, where necessary, be requested to switch
off their vehicles, reducing emissions and increasing fuel economy.

Interactive online management console
Amicus VMS is a totally interactive web based fleet management system. All real-time and
administrative information is both viewed and updated through a standard web browser.
This ensures complete visibility of key information to relevant staff irrespective of location
and without the need for on-site software installation. With varying levels of user security
available, organisations can ensure each staff member has appropriate access to the
information they require to fulfil their role. Unlike many systems Amicus VMS has no
restriction on the number of users allocated to system use. As a result customers benefit
from a fully scalable solution without increased financial cost.

Global access to vehicle and driver reports
The Amicus VMS system provides secure online access to a full suite of online reports
available at the touch of a button. In addition to a host of pre-configured reports, a custom
report creator is also provided enabling organizations to create key or ad-hoc reports
specific to their operational requirements. To reduce repetition these bespoke reports can
be saved for future use.
